We’ve seen how the rescue of Eucharistic Prayer II 
from the mists of history changed the style of our 
prayer, introducing a sleek simplicity to the prayer 
said aloud by the priest. Remember, before the re-
form of our prayer in the late 1960s, the priest whis-
pered the words of the Roman Canon, Eucharistic 
Prayer I. His voice was not amplified, his back was 
to the people, who could only tell what was going on 
by a shift in his posture as he bowed and genu-
flected and as bells were rung to indicate his pro-
gress through the prayer. 
 

With the emergence of the new prayers, some 
feared that the old prayer would be lost forever if it 
weren’t somehow changed. The reformers asked 
that it be streamlined a bit by omitting the repeated 
“Through Christ” at the end of various intercessions, 
and trimming the list of somewhat obscure saints. 
The new edition therefore brackets parts of the two 
lists of saints in the prayer, unfortunately dropping all 
the women from the second set. The decision was 
also made to keep the Lord’s words at the consecra-
tion exactly the same in every Eucharistic Prayer, 
although there is precedent for more variety. On No-
vember 2, 1968, Pope Paul VI signed off on the plan 
of the new Mass, and by April 1969, the publication 
of the revised order of Mass was announced. Its for-
tieth anniversary is not so far away!

In the ancient world watchmen were extremely impor-
tant people. They kept communities safe, and were 
there to alert them to any impending danger or attack. 
Before locks, alarms, and security systems, watchmen 
were the protectors, the safety measure. So when the 
Lord charges Ezekiel as a watchman today, it is a 
weighty charge. So weighty, we learn, that if Ezekiel 
fails to sound the alarm for those around him and they 
perish in a state of wickedness, Ezekiel will be held 
responsible! This profound connection between God’s 
will on earth and in heaven is repeated in today’s Gos-
pel, where Jesus instructs us that we are to be the se-
curity force, the watchers placed on alert that nowhere 
in the Body of Christ, the church, will there be any two 
members of the one Body who are not reconciled. 
Scripture tells us that Jesus reconciled all things in 
heaven and on earth through the blood of His cross. 
But we are given the mission to continue that recon-
ciliation on earth as in heaven through our ceaseless 
efforts to be, as Paul would write, ambassadors of rec-
onciliation. Let us not get too comfortable thinking that 
we are responsible only for keeping our own lives from 
the path of wickedness and disagreement. We are also 
held accountable for the lives of the members of 
Christ’s body around us.

$1434 to our district council and diocesan organiza-
tions. Client food distribution consisted of 118 

boxes and 39 bags of groceries. In the middle of 
each month, believe it or not, we were desperately 
waiting for the next shoebox collection - our calls 
were running so high! Again, we’d like to thank the 
parish staff, our volunteers and the parishioners for 
their generous support. With God’s help and the 
support of all, we continue to help the needy of the 
area.
